Henry V – Lion of England returns for EdFringe 2019 with two Edinburgh premieres. 
 
Romeo & Juliet is thus Hennegan’s 3rd Shakespeare adaptation and is set in his home town of 
Birmingham against the backdrop of the fierce rivalry between Aston Villa and Birmingham City 
Football Clubs to which the Montagues and the Capulets are oppositely affiliated. 
 
In this macho, testosterone sodden world, our Juliet is fabulously feminist, knows what’s what, and 
fights only for what is right!  
 
The four member cast features Kizzy Dunn – who stunned audiences last year in Hamlet and 
Henry V. They alternate in repertory with Hennegan’s other work, P.A.L.S. which follows the lives 
and loves, crises and calamites of four childhood pals from the sixties to the noughties on their 
once proud Brummy council estate. 
 
2019 marks Guy Masterson - Theatre Tours International’s 26th consecutive Edfringe. Masterson has produced or 
presented over 110 shows over that time winning 2 Jack Tinker Spirit of the Fringe Awards, 8 Scotsman Fringe Firsts, 3 
Herald Angels, 3 Stage Best Actor Awards and 25 further nominations. At EdFringe 2019 he also presents The Shark is 
Broken; Guys, Dolls & Pies; Shaving The Dead; and P.A.L.S.
